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This panel addresses key aspects of leading research on social media and
politics, including social movements, inter-ethnic conflict, incivility, and
exposure to political information.
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The Effects of Social Movements: Evidence from #Metoo

Social movements are associated with large societal changes, but evidence
of their causal effects is limited. We study the effect of the MeToo
movement on reporting sex crimes to the police. We construct a new
dataset of crimes reported in 31 OECD countries and employ a triple-
difference strategy between crime types, across countries, and over time.
The movement increased the reporting of sex crimes by 10%. Using rich
US data, we find that in contrast to a common criticism of the movement,
the effect is similar across socioeconomic groups, and that the movement
also increased arrests for sexual assault. The increased reporting reflects
a higher propensity to report sex crimes and not an increase in crime
incidence. The mechanism most consistent with our findings is that victims
perceive sexual misconduct to be a more serious problem following the
movement. Our results demonstrate that social movements can rapidly
and persistently affect high-stakes decisions.

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The Image War moves to TikTok: Evidence from the May 2021 round of
the Israeli- Palestinian conflict

The increasing mediatization of war makes battles over public image
evermore prominent. Individual citizens, no longer mediated by traditional
gatekeepers, engage in activism, public diplomacy, and citizen-journalism,
communicating their opinions and experiences of war directly to the
public. TikTok, a highly visual social media platform engineered around
mimesis and replication was used extensively by Palestinians and Israelis
to mobilize international support during the 2021 Israel-Palestinian war.
This paper examines appeals that Israeli and Palestinian TikTok users
made to international audiences by comparing 318 posts sampled from
two rhetorically equivalent hashtags:

#israelunderattack and #gazaunderattack. A content analysis examined
the arguments and rhetorical strategies used by TikTokers. It found that
each side emphasized different themes (e.g., victimization on the Israeli
side, personal narratives on the Palestinian side). Although pro-Israeli
users were more strategic than Palestinians in their use of the platform’s
features (e.g., expanding reach by cross-referencing Palestinian hashtags),
a multi-variate analysis of engagement found that pro-Palestinian activists
were more successful in creating engagement, controlling for the higher
number of fans of the pro-Palestinian accounts. To further understand the
complex and subtle meaning structures encoded into the sampled posts, a
subsample of the 50 posts eliciting most engagement within each hashtag
will be probed qualitatively. A first study to compare public diplomacy
efforts on TikTok across parties, this paper will contribute to knowledge
about the ways citizens bear witness from warzones, use platform
affordance for storytelling, and engage with the international community.
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Spiral of Toxicity: How Political Group Loyalties Increase Incivility on
Social Media

Civil political discourse is a cornerstone of a healthy democracy.
Nonetheless, democracies in the digital age face an increase in incivility,
with social media discussions becoming more aggressive and vulgar.
Moreover, polarization across Western democracies intensifies citizens’
reliance on their political identities and group loyalties to interpret
political information in ways that favor their ingroup and cast the
outgroup in a negative light. Although these trends have received wide
scholarly attention, our knowledge of how group loyalties contribute to the
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spread of incivility remains limited. The primary objective of this project
is to provide a systematic account of the role of group loyalties in citizens’
tendencies toward uncivil behavior, as well as their reactions to incivility
on social media. It uses two methodological approaches in Israel and the
U.S.: computational analyses of Twitter data and survey experiments.

Initial results based on Israeli Twitter users indicate that cross-cutting
networks are associated with more uncivil behavior. This contrasts with
existing expectations on the potential benefits of cross-cutting exposure
for decreasing intergroup hostility. Exploring the causal mechanisms of
this dynamic, experimental evidence shows that group loyalties motivate
individuals to use incivility as a tool for forming outgroup stereotypes,
limiting its freedom of speech, and justifying ingroup uncivil behavior.
This contrasts with existing expectations on the potential benefits of
cross-cutting exposure for decreasing intergroup hostility. Exploring the
causal mechanisms of this dynamic, experimental evidence shows that
group loyalties motivate individuals to use incivility as a tool for forming
outgroup stereotypes, limiting its freedom of speech, and justifying
ingroup uncivil behavior.

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Who is Curating My Feed? Characterizing Political Exposure of Registered
U.S. Voters on Twitter

Social media platforms offer people a variety of options to engage with
politics, from directly following elected officials to discussing politics
with social peers. Despite major advances in recent research on online
political exposure through the lens of selective exposure, filter bubbles,
and ideological echo chambers, little is known about the fundamental
questions of what types of political actors people are exposed to on social
media, and how these distinctive types vary across socio-demographic
groups. We address this gap in the literature by analyzing a unique panel
of more than 600,000 registered U.S. voters on Twitter during the 2020
U.S. Presidential campaign to identify distinct types of political consumers
and how they vary in terms of socio-demographics.

Our findings suggest that the bulk of the population has a meaningful
share of political content in their feeds, that the majority of this content
originates from traditional sources of political information (media
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organizations, journalists, and politicians), and that media organizations
are the dominant and direct source of political information on Twitter for
nearly 20% of the population. These results advance our understanding
of the way citizens learn about politics in new media, and pave the way
for next-step research to identify the causal effect of exposure to distinct
curators of political content on individuals’ political attitudes and political
behavior.
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Dinner Party Politics: How Associational Culture Fosters Partisanship in
the American Libertarian Movement

Existing explanations of rising partisanship in the US point to various
structural and personal factors fostering partisan attitudes and behavior
in American civic groups.

However, this article argues that cultural, interactional conditions play
a pivotal, cumulative role in how structural and personal factors take
form in local groups. Based on a four-year ethnographic study and 12
focus group discussions with two culturally distinct civic associations of
American libertarians, I show how varying associational styles condition
members to make different interpretations and choices, leading to distinct
and unexpected partisan outcomes. First, members’ varying perceptions
of their mutual bonds created, in each association, different criteria for
participation in social gatherings, leading to distinct partisan compositions
and distinct political meanings of similar social activities. Secondly,
political organizers relying on these social scenes to recruit volunteers
adopted different recruitment strategies, accordingly. This resulted in
meaningful differences in how activist group were assembled, particularly
their partisan compositions. Finally, these differences corresponded
with activist groups’ adoption of distinct forms of political engagement,
especially regarding their propensity for bipartisan collaboration and
political compromise. Internal comparison within one field- site lends
further support to the independent influence of associational style on
partisanship and suggests that particular attention should be paid to the
effect of community relationships on fostering partisan tolerance.

Partisan bias in citizens’ satisfaction and trust of public agencies under
conditions of high political polarization: Investigating the impact of Israel’s
2021 government change on citizens’ evaluations of public services”

The questions of how citizens form their evaluations of government services
is one of the key issues in contemporary Public Administration research.
Recent studies question the ability of citizens to form accurate judgements
about public services, while pointing to factors and cognitive mechanisms
that may bias citizens’ evaluations and undermine their responsiveness
to changes in service quality. In particular, works inspired by political
psychology motivationreasoning theory suggested that citizens’ evaluations
may be colored by their partisanship and political ideology, and their
partisan match/mismatch with the responsible government in power may
influence their judgements. Accordingly, they suggested that individuals’
satisfaction with services and trust in public agencies, is influenced by their
partisan match/mismatch with the responsible government in power.
They further theorized that partisan bias may vary, and is expected to be
especially pronounced under conditions of high political polarization and
clarity of functional responsibility (i.e. when citizens identify a political
principle as directly responsible for the service).

This study would provide an effective test for partisan bias in citizens’
evaluations of public services particularly in such conditions of high
polarization and centralized public services. To do so, we utilize the case
of Israel’s national level government change in mid. 2021, following a
series of four general elections between 2019-2021. This case provides
an effective “lab” for estimating partisan bias under extreme conditions
of high political polarization and centralized service provision. Our study
will further extend previous research methodologically by using a high-
quality dataset for citizens’ evaluations — the administrative social survey
collected by the Israeli CBS. This survey has several prominent advantages
by comparison with regular citizen surveys used in research, contributing
to the study’s ecological validity, and addressing recent concerns about
the declining quality of contemporary citizen surveys resulting in inflated
evidence on partisan divide. To account for citizens’ partisan affiliation,
we combine survey data with neighborhood-level election results.
Additionally, we aim to apply a novel computational approach — we train
a Machine Learning model for estimating participants’ partisanship based
on their demographic characteristics, based on pooled survey data, and
use it to assess citizens’ partisanship.
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The Israeli parties' positions in comparative perspective

The multidimensionality of the Israeli political system is expected given
Israel’s extreme electoral institutions and cleavage structure. Yet, Israel’s
multidimensional politics is not unique. Introducing a new dataset and
measurement of party positions, we provide evidence that Israel’s party
system is comparable to other multiparty systems in Europe (CHES-
Europe) and Latin America (CHES-LA). We also discuss Israeli-specific
issues which structure the Israeli party competition. we argue and provide
evidence that the most important dimension in the Israeli party system,
similar to other multiparty systems, is the general Left-Right continuum,
which combines both economic and cultural policy issues. Yet, unlike other
established democracies, this issue is overwhelmed by parties’ positions
on policies related to the Arab-Israeli conflict. We also demonstrate that
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similar to other multiparty systems Israel’s parties can be placed on two
additional dimensions — a Left-Right economic dimension and a Socio-
Cultural dimension.
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Governmental Information Manipulation: Evidence from Mortality Data

We propose a measure of governmental information manipulation
based on the difference between officially reported Covid mortality and
estimated actual mortality. Using data from official and unofficial sources,
we estimate misreporting in 126 countries during 2020-21. Between 45%-
55% of countries misreported the number of deaths.

The lion’s share of misreporting cannot be attributed to a country’s
capacity to accurately diagnose, count and report deaths. Contrary to
some theoretical expectations, there is little evidence of governments
exaggerating the sevrity of the pandemic. Misreporting is best explained
by social and institutional constraints on the government’s ability to
effectively manipulate information. We find less evi ence relating it to
cultural factors and to economic incentives to underreport. Countries with
a communist legacy are particularly prone to manipulate information,
even controlling for standard institutional features.
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Reassessing the role of junior ministers in coalition governments: Evidence
from Israel

Junior ministers in a coalition government are considered important
because they help to manage delegation costs by monitoring the ministers
and preventing ministerial drift.

This paper questions this argument, arguing that parties appoint rival
junior ministers to meet the parties&' policy goals. At the same time, other
coalition partners agree to appoint junior ministers because it reduces
opposition to the government since the JM become the Ministry&'s and,
therefore, the government&'s representatives. The paper tests these
propositions in the Israeli case. Using coalition agreements, interviews
with former junior ministers, their calendars, and unique data set on
their parliamentary activities, it finds that although JM have access to the
needed information to monitor the minister&'s activities, their primary
goal is policymaking. In addition, JM see themselves as the Ministry&'s
agents and act accordingly. These findings have implications for our
understanding of the outcome of coalition bargaining and policymaking
in coalition governments.
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Water First: Making the case for prioritizing WASH in sub-Saharan Africa
Are all the sustainable development goals (SDGs) important? Of course,
they are! Are all the SDGs interlinked? Definitely! However, are some
more critical than others? Especially in developing countries? Probably!
This presentation takes on the task to make the case for prioritizing water,
sanitation and hygiene (WASH) in developing countries, specifically in
sub-Saharan Africa (SSA). The article argues that WASH in addition to
its ethical argument for human dignity and survival is also fundamental
to other SDGs and has a comparatively low-cost requirement making it
feasible to attain in the short run. Prioritizing and investing in SDG6.1
and 6.2 can not only reassure meeting the vital goal of “Water for All”
in our lifetime but can serve as a catalyst for reducing the challenges of
other SDGs. The study presents 27 quantifiable challenges of inadequate
WASH in SSA on health, education, gender and economy as well as 42
quantifiable benefits of basic WASH for these challenges.
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Advanced Technologies, Competition, and the
Changing International Relations Environment
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The politics of the global technological race includes a tangled web of
motives, interests, and actors working to achieve control and supremacy
in various technological dimensions that shape global politics today.

Commercializing dual-use technologies and the dual-use dilemma - a
challenge or an opportunity?

Technology is a significant source of national power. Hence, governments
strive to harness technology for national purposes. Many technologies have
dual usage, meaning they can serve civil and military purposes. Hence,
governments are often threatened by technology diffusion, fearing the
transformation of technologies from civil to military uses. In this context,
governments, especially their defense sector actors, try to control and
limit technology diffusion. However, in the aftermath of the Cold War, the
US defense sector advanced the commercializing of dual-use technologies.
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This article explores the theoretical and empirical aspects of the politics
of dual-use technology. The question leading this article is why defense
sector actors advance the commercialization of dual-use technologies. The
theoretical argument is that under high levels of threat, governments will
perceive the dual-use nature of strategic technologies as a national security
threat. Therefore, they will prefer to prevent procurement by others and
will be eager to control commercialization.

Conversely, under lower levels of threat, governments will not perceive the
dual-use nature of strategic technologies as a significant challenge. Hence
their interest in blocking technology diffusion will be lower. Furthermore,
this article shows that under sufficient technological maturity and interest
in advancing technological force buildup, defense sector actors will
perceive dual usage as an opportunity. The operative result of this will be
promoting technological commercialization. To test this, I investigate the
US defense sector’s approach to the dual-use nature of space technology
and information technology in the decade following the end of the Cold
War

Leading to Street-Level Policy Entrepreneurship: The Case of Kosher Food

Inspection in Israel

What is the role of bureaucratic inefficiency, critical public opinion, and
external competition in prompting street-level managers to engage in policy
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entrepreneurship strategies? What is their goal in using these strategies? 0’avin nyvix?
In this study, we argue that: (1) bureaucratic inefficiency, leading to (2) o0'77n
societal pressure as expressed by public opinion, as well as (3) pressure 1

level managers to turn to policy entrepreneurship strategies. In addition, we
assert that their goal in doing so is to influence public policy to their benefit
as much as possible, considering demanded institutional modifications.
Using textual analysis, in- depth interviews, existing statistics, and public
opinion surveys, we test these claims by analyzing the case of kosher food
inspection in Israel. We demonstrate how the Rabbinate's manager's goal
of entrepreneurship was to improve the kashrut system while maintaining
the rabbinical monopoly on regulating the competing organizations under
their auspices.
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Trust and Street-Level Bureaucrats’ Willingness to Risk Their Lives for
Others: The Case of Brazilian Law Enforcement

Is there a link between street-level bureaucrats’ (SLBs) willingness to
endanger their own lives for the public and their trust in their peers,
managers, and the institution to which they belong? Using a national survey
of 2,733 police officers in Brazil and machine-learning based methods, we
found that there is a significant link between their willingness to risk their
lives for others and their trust in their peers, managers, and the institution
to which they belong. Our findings indicate that, while the SLBs were very
willing to risk their lives for certain groups, their willingness declined
sharply for others such as LGBTQ+ people and the homeless. In addition,
police officers’ perceptions about discrimination, police professionalism
and organizational commitment and support are linearly linked to their
willingness to risk their lives. Our findings demonstrate the important role
of trust in understanding public servants’ practices in the extreme context
of risking their lives for others.
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Procedural Justice on the Street-Level and Citizens’ Tendency to Act as
Vigilantes: an Experimental Study

How does procedural justice on the street-level affect citizens' tendency to
act as vigilantes? In this paper, we wish to examine the unintended effects
of street-level bureaucrats' (SLBs) implementation of policy on citizens'
vigilantism. Specifically, we explore how clients’ sense of procedural
justice during their interactions with police officers and their sense of the
availability of the services they seek affect their perceptions about law
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enforcement. Vigilantism is an illegal activity carried out by a private
citizen in response to criminal activity committed by another private
citizen against that same perpetrator. Research suggests that the factors
that lead to vigilantism are correlated with the experiences that crime
victims have with law enforcement and the outcomes they receive. In this
paper, we argue that citizens’ sense of procedural justice throughout their
interactions with street-level members of the law enforcement community
might lead to their vigilantism. SLBs are a diverse group whose formal
task is to improve the welfare of society and help their citizen-clients. They
are public employees who interact directly with citizens. Through their
discretion in implementing policy, they can have a strong effect on the
actual outcomes that citizens experience.

Procedural justice is an element of street-level work. It refers to the degree
of fairness in the process of allocating public goods. Processes that seem
to lack procedural justice imply that decisions are made based on personal
opinions, which signals to people that they will not receive fair treatment.
Such perceptions affect citizens’ views of the legitimacy and their trust in
and satisfaction with public agencies.

Procedural justice is particularly salient in the daily interactions between
citizens and SLBs, but there is limited research in public management
linking the two. Research from related disciplines addresses these issues,
maintaining that SLBs’ procedural justice has a direct impact on citizens'
perceptions and behavior. These studies reinforce the need to understand
SLBs’impact on citizens, especially those involved in enforcing compliance.
Regardless of the written policy, how SLBs use procedural justice when
implementing policy might affect citizens' behavior. Thus, the role of SLBs
is important not only because of their influence on policy outcomes, but
also because how they implement policy may prompt citizens to engage in
vigilante activities.

To investigate this issue, we will use a quantitative methodology, which
includes a between-subjects experimental design using a sample of 500
Israeli citizens. We present our respondents with hypothetical scenarios
about various types of interactions with police officers after being victims
of a crime. The scenarios are short, concise, and true-to-life. The vignettes
vary with regard to two situational factors: (1) procedural justice and (2)
service availability. Procedural justice is manipulated through three key
components (trustworthiness, respectful treatment, and voice) and will
consist of two levels (just or unjust). Service availability is also consist of
two levels (low and high), resulting in a 2x2 factorial design. Respondents
were randomly allocated to the experimental conditions or to the control
group. After reading the scenario, participants were asked questions
related to the hypothetical police encounter. Some of these items were
used as outcome variables and others for manipulation checks.

We hope to contribute to the literature on public management and
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implementation by expanding existing knowledge about the relationship
between SLBs' discretion and work routines and the perceptions and
behaviors of citizens. By examining the allocation of public goods in the
context of policing as a process, we hope to take our analysis one step
further and understand the causality of the implications of citizens'
interactions with public service providers. We hope to discover what
happens after citizens' encounters with SLBs end and how the latter’s
behavior and role perceptions during these encounters affect people’s
behavior and possibly lead to illegal activity. We also hope to contribute
to the literature on policing by discovering the missing link between police
officers’ procedural justice and vigilantism. Lastly, our results might have
practical implications for developing public policy that meets the needs of
citizens and thus reduces the need for vigilantism.
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Making Sense of Citizens’ Self-Presentation Styles in Response to
Administrative Burdens

A rapidly expanding body of literature examines how administrative
burdens—learning, compliance, and psychological costs—discourage
those who are most in need to pursue their rights for state support.
Conversely, limited attention has been afforded by this literature to
the variation in the coping strategies of those citizens who do pursue
their rights. This paper builds upon our prior, empirically grounded
conceptualization and operationalization of the rhetorical strategies
employed by citizens in pursuit of bureaucratic support and alleviation of
administrative burdens. That prior study, employing content analysis of
citizens’ real-world contacts to a welfare agency, unraveled that citizens
differ in their self-presentation styles, involving their assertion of demands
(“demanding”), their plead for help (“pleading”), or their espousal of a
neutral bureaucratic rhetoric (“neutral”). However, our prior study could
not decipher to what extent do citizens’ divergent self-presentation styles
reflect their innate strategies versus their differential experience of and
psychological response to learning and compliance burdens. This study
thus involves a pre-registered survey experiment in which we manipulated
respondents’ exposure to learning and compliance burdens as likely
instigators of pleading and demanding (versus neutral) self-presentation
styles. As our outcome variable, we content analyzed respondents’ self-
presentation styles when writing a fictious letter on behalf of a relative who
has been wrongly denied income support benefits. We further measured
respondents’ demographics and generalized trust in public organizations.
Our findings do not support the expectation that citizens’ experience of
administrative burdens induces their espousal of demanding or pleading
(versus neutral) self-presentation styles. Instead, we find that underlying
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the variation in respondents’ self-presentation styles are gendered norms
of permissible argumentation, and citizens’ generalized trust in public
organizations.

Do they feel represented by parties they did not
vote for? Which electoral system best accommodates their vote choice? The
papers in this panel address these questions and assess their implications
for political polarization, representation, and support for democracy.

Caught in the Middle: Voters Who Face Cross-Pressures Between Their
Ideological and Affective Preferences

What happens when voters' policy preferences point them to one party and
their emotional attachment to another? This paper deals with the electoral
behavior of voters who face cross-pressures between their ideological
and affective preferences. After surveying the scope and distribution of
this new type of cross-pressured voters, I examine whether they tend to
prioritize their ideological or affective inclinations.

Drawing on the Comparative Study of Electoral Systems, I find that cross-
pressured voters tend to hold moderate positions, have low affective
polarization levels, and are more common in countries with proportional
representation. Electorally, cross-pressured voters tend to prioritize
affective over ideological considerations. This tendency increases as
cross-pressured voters' affective polarization levels rise. Cross-pressured
voters' electoral behavior might help us understand mechanisms of elite
ideological polarization, as moderate voters tend to follow their emotional
preferences and develop consistent voting patterns that diminish the rate
of floating voters.

How Well Do Different Counting Methods Represent Social Choice?
The question at hand is in the field of electoral systems. In the democratic

world, there are dozens of different electoral systems. Scientists have been
debating which one is the best. Each electoral system has advantages and
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disadvantages. Which is the best electoral system that best represents
the social choice? This research focuses on how votes are being counted.
When only two options are up for election, there is a large consensus that
majority rule is the right method to express the social choice correctly.
When three or more options are present, there’s no unanimity. Some may
argue that the Condorcet winner is the most accurate representation of
social choice. Some may say that generally it is true, but there are better
methods in specific cases. Some may propose totally different general
methods. This research looks at counting methods of ordinal voting
ballots to see to what extent they represent the social choice by means
of math, logic, and computer simulation using six criteria — compatibility
with Condorcet winner, simplicity, non-ambiguity, majority, consistency,
and strategicness, to evaluate six counting methods — First Pass the
Post, Condorcet, Condorcet’s Maximal Agreement, Condorcet’s Practical
Method, Borda and Alternative Vote.
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Surrogate Representation by Parties: A Cross-National Perspective

Parties are the main carriers of political representation in many advanced
industrial democracies. However, the vast majority of representation
studies and theories have focused on the dyadic relationship between
an elected individual representative and her constituency. The collective
aspects of representation by institutions have caught the attention of
political theorists in recent years. Most prominently, Mansbridge has put
forward the concept of surrogate representation “by a representative with
whom one has no electoral relationship.” Inspired by- and conceived within
the American political context, the concept of surrogate representation
draws from collective representation but continues the long line of
representation scholarship that focuses on the individual representative.
This study puts forward party surrogation by a party one did not vote
for. Utilizing CSES module 3 (2006-2011), we establish cross-country
variation in party surrogation, examine the effect of electoral systems on
this representation, and its role in citizens’ support for democracy. Our
findings show that party surrogation is more common in systems that
are prone to non-sincere voting (i.e., FPTP), that it compensates citizens’
support for democracy when electoral representation is in deficit, and that
it adds to this support when electoral representation does exist.
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Aiming at Compromise or Compromising the Aims: Do Voters Reward
Eurosceptic Governments?

Ample literature studies bargaining in the Council of the European Union
(EU), and how it is driven by electoral politics and responsiveness to voters’
preferences. Much less attention was given to studying the reverse causal
link, i.e. whether voters respond to their country’s share in the benefits
of European integration. The lack of theory about how voters respond to
the record of Eurosceptic governments in office is an important gap in
our understanding of the dynamics of Eurosceptic politics. If Eurosceptic
parties cannot systematically use government positions to increase
their power, they will struggle to succeed in institutionalizing European
integration as the dominant domestic issue-alignment, and the Eurosceptic
movement would remain marginal to the process of European integration.
We argue that progress in European integration and aggregate-national
benefits from it increase voters’ support for mainstream government
parties, but decrease voters’ support for Eurosceptic government parties,
especially voters with Eurosceptic views. Voters with pro-EU attitudes
appreciate both greater European integration and the gains from it, while
for voters with Eurosceptic attitudes such gains conflict with their desire
to frustrate European integration. Voters will not reward Eurosceptic
government parties for the benefits of integration if they are deemed
as a signal that the government has compromised over its Eurosceptic
agenda. We test our arguments using linear regression analysis, multiple
imputations, and conjoint survey experimental design (the latter awaits
permission from our institution’s ethics committee). Based on data on
all parties and national elections in all of the EU member states from
1979 to 2018, we find that voters reward mainstream government parties
that increase net fiscal funding from the EU (their votes increase by 11
percent for an increase in net transfers worth one percent of GDP) but
punish Eurosceptic incumbent parties (votes falls by 29 percent). High-
profile EU-events hurt mainstream government parties (losing 18 percent
of the votes for a rise of one percent in the events index), but especially
Eurosceptic incumbent parties (perhaps losing twice as much). Large
Eurosceptic incumbent parties in particular lose 24 percent of their votes
when the de jure integration index (EU treaties and legislation) rises by
one percent. Though further studies are warranted to cement stronger
assertions, these initial results document how difficult it is for Eurosceptic
parties to sustain power.
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The Rise of Journalistic Activism: Scope, Causes and Perceptions

This research aims to answer key questions concerning journalists'
perspectives of "journalistic activism", its scope, their normative
evaluations of its manifestations, and their motivations to engage in it.
Answers to these questions advance our understanding of the factors
leading to journalistic activism and the mechanisms by which it occurs. The
research also sheds light on changes that are occurring in the profession
and practices of journalism in today's polarizing media markets and the
effects of online social networks.

This research employs mix methods that are applied to two sources of
data. The first part analyzes data from the Worlds of Journalism (WOJ)
surveys of 2007-2011 and 2012-2016. This rich source of data includes
detailed role perceptions of thousands of journalists from around the
world. Several WOJ’s categories pertain to interventionist practices and
role perceptions concerning deviations from the hard-news paradigm. The
two survey waves allow time comparisons of journalistic activism
parameters. The second part of the analysis is based on interviews with
journalists. Discourse with journalists allows to observe how they define
(and redefine) their professional roles, legitimize new practices and
deviation from established norms, and articulate and justify normative
roles that are not under consensus and perhaps publicly contentious
(Hanitzsch and Vos, 2018: 151; Harlow, 2022: 6). The author(s) carried in-
depth interviews with leading Israeli journalists working in professional
news organizations. Journalists were selected from a list of all active
journalists which is produced annually by the Ifat media company.

The findings suggest that journalistic activism is spreading. The
comparisons of role perceptions in the WOJ surveys illustrate that this is
indeed a widening phenomenon which is not restricted to economically
developing countries, as previously argued (Hanitzsch et al. 2019).

The findings also suggest that journalistic activism is not confined to a
specific and tiny group of obsessive-activist journalists (Ginosar and
Reich, 2022). It characterizes the norms and behavior of other groups of
journalists, including many reporters and news presenters.

Promoting Deliberative Citizenship Orientations in Higher Education
Curriculum

Inthe backdrop of the challenging political realities worldwide, deliberative
pedagogy (DP) courses are designed to cultivate attitudes and skills that
support deliberative citizenship engagement. Scholarship provides solid
theoretical support for the role of DP in academia. But empirical data on
the effects of DP, and specifically the extent to which DP courses achieve
their attributed goals, is limited. This study contributes to the field by
providing a quantitative empirical analysis of the effects of a DP course on
students' political orientations and behaviors associated with deliberative
citizenship engagement. A quasi-experiment was conducted using a
sample comprised of three different groups of communication students
who underwent the same DP course process during three separate years
of implementation (2016, 2017, 2019). Findings reveal that DP promoted
students' deliberative faith, political efficacy, political interest, and political
talk, and affected their perceptions about the desired type of government
in ways that align with the idea of deliberative governance. Notably,
effects found were linear, namely, deliberative attitudes and behaviors
were enhanced for all students, regardless of their initial starting levels.
Directions for further research and the study's contribution to the field of
DP are discussed.
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Between Two Democracies: The Divergent Development of Populism in
Japan and Israel

Democratization processes and the maintenance of democratic regimes
have never been easy tasks. In particular, populism has always cast a
shadow upon democratic developments, though not always a severe threat.
In recent decades, democracies around the world have faced a major
challenge in the new wave of rightist nationalist populism (to be called
here “New Nationalist Populism”, or NNP), gaining significant influence.
Our study shows how Israel has become subject to flourishing NNP, while
Japan still has mechanisms that avoid such extreme developments. Most
of all, in Israel there grew a basic distrust in the authorities, whereas in the
Japanese context a number of conditions still prevent extreme feelings of
alienation from the leading elites. Japan, seems to suggest a democratic
model that succeeds to preserve its infrastructure. This does not mean that
the Japanese political model is constantly favorable compared to other
democracies. What we claim is that at this point in time, Japan has more
tools to cope with the NNP challenge and it may be of an inspiration to
striving to reassure the enduring of Israel’s democratic foundations.

Levelling Up the UK: New Plans, Second Hand Ideas, and ‘Old’ Distribution

Over the last decade, a series of centralized interventions launched by
Conservative-led governments strove to level-up ‘left behind’ sectors,
regions and communities. Based on the ideas of ‘trickle down’ economics
and devolution, all of these plans worked on a low government budget
and generous incentives for private sector investment. The paper analyses
the ways by which these ideational-led plans made local left-behind
communities worse-off, while benefiting better-off newcomers through
processes of regeneration, gentrification and house-price inflation. I
conclude that instead of reducing regional divides, government’s initiatives
increased in-regional inequality and further marginalized those whom
they were meant to ‘level-up’.

How can political science researchers use citation mapping tools to refine
the development of research on complex theoretical concepts? While
citation mapping is commonly used in the natural sciences and in some
fields of social science, this powerful research tool is not yet commonly
used in political science. In this study we argue for the usefulness of
citation mapping for investigating complex theoretical topics in political
science, and provide an illustrative example by using several methods to
develop citation maps of the term “organizing” in relation to democratic
processes and structures. The study begins by providing a brief review
of the term “organizing” in the social science literature to contextualize
the importance of contemporary scholarship on this topic, and to clarify
the challenges of conducting citation mapping for complex theoretical
concepts that can be described using a variety of linguistic terms. We then
detail the multi-step methodological approach we implement to obtain the
citation maps presented in the study, including author-year documents as
nodes with connectors as citations, and conceptual terms as nodes with
connectors as co-occurrence citations.

We conclude by reflecting on the theoretical and substantive insights
yielded for the study of the concept of organizing by conducting citation
mapping, and the implications for applying these tools to advance research
on complex theoretical concepts in political science.
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Transparency in Local Government: Exploring the Citizens’ Beliefs and
Attitudes Toward Transparency through a Systematic Review of the

Literature

Democratic countries recognize transparency as an essential aspect of
governmental accountability. Accordingly, members of the Organization
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for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) have adopted
regulations or legislation to promote transparency. However, though
transparency is very popular in public discussions, research of
transparency in the municipal area is limited and incomplete. This study
qualitatively explores the citizens’ beliefs and attitudes toward local
government transparency through a Systematic Review of the Literature
(SLR) methodology. The research focuses on identifying, analyzing, and
categorizing citizens’ beliefs toward transparency using data collected
and thus determines the variables that influence the citizens’ demands for
transparency in local government based on previous studies.

The PRISMA method was employed for case selection in the SLR research
process, and following this for the synthesis of results the Conventional
Content Analysis methodology was applied. The PRISMA method yielded
49 records included in the systematic review. The records were published
between 2005 and 2020. There are 43 journal articles, two book chapters,
three proceedings papers, and one conference paper. The records were
published in 30 peer-reviewed international journals. The majority of the
records were found in more generic public administration journals and
journals that combine informational science and public administration.
Most of the research was conducted in the USA (24%), Spain (20%), China
(14%), and South Korea (12%).

Through the conventional content analysis, ten core categories and 43
subcategories emerged. The first seven core categories relate to citizens’
beliefs and attitudes toward local government transparency. The last three
core categories are variables that influence citizens’ demand for local
government transparency.

The core categories that emerge are (1) Expectations of citizens from
the local government and themselves; (2) Instrumental transparency;
(3) Relationships with government; (4) Advantages and disadvantages
in increasing transparency (Possible consequences of increasing
transparency); (5) Digital age perception; (6) Transparency as a human
right; (7) Dominant transparency domains; (8) Citizens’ characteristics;
(9) Citizens’ behaviors, and (10) Citizens’ environment.

Finally, the results and the discussion section are still in progress as these
are preliminary results only.
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The Public Values of commercial streets: Discretion and Adaptation in
municipal Inspection Styles and Regulatory Actions

Considering that regulatory constraints shape the pattern of street usage

(Valverde, 2009), the purpose of this paper is to explore how organizational
resources, personal capabilities & perceptions as-well-as situational
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conditions shape municipal inspectors' discretionary decisions. Being
street-level bureaucrats (Lipsky, 2010 [1980]) they engage with residents,
users, and business owners of main commercial streets, and discretion
enables them to adjust the inspection style (deBoer, 2019; May &amp;
Winter, 2000; May & Wood, 2003) to the dynamics of the place-shaping
continuum (Carmona, 2014) and keep the central commercial streets
accessible to all and the policies responsive to the dynamics of change. The
analysis of city inspector's perceptions about the public value of central
urban streets and their role in upholding it is analysed within the context
of major domains of urban policies; parking and accessibility, nuisance
abatement, signage, business licensing, and maintaining order in public
space.

Two qualitative methods were used for a systematic data collection: a
total of fifty-two semi-structured interviews in eleven cities and eleven
hours of walking observations alongside inspectors during their shifts
in three typical street segments in three of the cities. Interviews were
recorded and transcribed, and pictures and field notes were taken during
the walking observations. The data was analysed thematically focusing
on street life, routines, and dilemmas inspectors and their managers face
daily.

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The Role Of CEOs’ Perceived Managerial Autonomy In Fostering
Organizational Performance Among Municipally Owned Corporations

This study aims to examine such contextual factors as the managerial and
political to explore the research questions whether and to what extent
CEOs' perceptions of mayoral political-managerial involvement facilitates
or restricts municipally owned corporations’ (MOCs') organizational
performance. To this end, this paper utilizes Politicization Theory of public
services and agencies (Peters & Pierre, 2004; Rouban 2007, 2015; Van den
Meer et al., 2015), together with the multifaceted concept of bureaucratic
autonomy (Verhoest et al., 2004). Politicization theory holds that certain
economic and political motives for the establishment of MOC’s (such
as the political appointment of public servants or other stakeholders,
ideological affinity, the desire to win the support of interest groups like
unions or industry) evince a particular interest in specific forms of public
service delivery (Bel & Fageda, 2010; Taveres &amp;Camoes, 2010; Van
Genugten et al.,2020).

The research findings are essential to an understanding of the degree to
which politicization among managers influences their experience of the
promotion of economic, social, and civil goals in their respective governing
bodies.
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Crowdwashing Surveillance; Crowdsourcing Domination

Governments regularly rely on citizens’ cooperation in exercising their
authority, including the enforcement of rules. This is not only common,
but also a necessary practice in a legal system. Technology makes such
reliance easier, facilitating increased enforcement of law at little cost.
Emergency provides an added legitimizing logic, encouraging citizens’
cooperation and leading them to uncritically follow the government’s lead
to reduce the risk to the nation and to themselves.

This article considers governments’ crowdsourcing citizens to monitor
and surveil other citizens. One central concern this practice raises is that it
allows governments to circumvent the limits of their legitimate authority
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and to augment their power while also obscuring the actor responsible for 0'avin nyvix?

Consequently, accountability and public oversight over the government are 2
diminished.

abiding citizens end, and crowdsourcing totalitarian mass mobilization of
citizens against fellow citizens begin?

The article’s principal claim is that a bright line should be drawn where
governments’ crowdsourcing of information from citizens serves as a means
to circumvent democratic checks on their power to collect information,
while also disguising the actor responsible for the surveillance. Such
practice severely erodes social trust between citizens, jeopardizing their
ability to organize and collaborate as engaged citizens and thus serve as a
check on government. It further grants excessive power to some citizens
over others, endangering the latter’s freedom, especially where the
information gathered is used to symbolically or actually excluding certain
individuals from the political community.
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Post-Populist Populism

In the last few years, Israel has been experiencing a process of democratic
erosion, fostered by a populist government led by Prime Minister Netanyahu
and supported by radical right-wing groups. However, a new government
was recently formed, by a unique coalition of parties that range from the
Muslim Arab Party and left-wing parties, to right-wing parties. Facing an
unprecedented political crisis, during which Israelis went to the polls four
times in two years, these parties formed an anti-populist coalition, that
caused the downfall of Netanyahu. Such anti-populist coalitions seem to
be forming in other countries too, such as in Turkey and in Hungary.

At first blush the Israeli story is that of an anti-populist party’s success
at blocking a populist movement. A more careful look, however, reveals
that this new coalition is not quick to opt for consensual politics and the
reconstruction of a pluralistic public sphere.

Our main claims is that when anti-populist coalitions achieve power, they
adopt many of the characteristics of the previous populist regimes. Hence,
they could rightfully be defined as post-populist populisms. Focusing on
the Israeli experience of the anti- populist coalition we claim that there are
three main reasons to worry that populism is

here to stay:

First, once the “populist toolbox” is available for politicians, the temptation
to use it is simply too strong to ignore. If one can control the media,
gatekeepers, courts, etc’, and through that to govern ‘more effectively’, why
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not do so (from his/her perspectives)? The various tools of governing that
populist used in recent years — such as ad hoc constitutional reforms for
narrow political interests - are still available, and the urge to use them is
enormous.

Second, the glue that holds the anti-populist coalition is the existence of
the populist camp, and the threat it will return to power. In order to survive
politically, the anti- populist must use the same Schmittian enemy-friend
rhetoric and style of governing that characterized the previous regime.

Third, the social, economic, and national divides that were at the root of the
rise of the populist movement have not vanished. They go deeper than any
momentary political movement. And without solving the deep problems
and tensions, the fears, insecurity and other feelings upon which populism
flourishes, post-populist movements will fail in ending populism. In order
to do this, democracy must evolve and adopt new institutions and forms
of governing.
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Gender and Politics: Gender Gaps in Attitudes,
Behavior and Image
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This panel joins the ongoing debate on gender and politics, focusing mainly
on the dynamic between gender, electoral politics and party politics. One
of the most significant changes that political parties have adapted to in
the past three decades is the feminization of politics — that is, the political
integration of women and women’s policy concerns. Most papers in this
panel explore the effect of this change on various aspects of political life. By
doing so they widen our knowledge about the ways by which incorporating
women in parties — as candidates, MPs, or party leaders — changes the
political arena. Two studies in the suggested panel quarry whether and
how the representation of women in political parties changes the image of
parties in the eyes of voters, whereas a third paper probes into the media
coverage of female candidates.

The paper by Adams et al. suggests that parties with a greater women's
presence within the party are perceived by the public as more left wing,
whereasthe paperby Hirsch et al. suggests that citizens demonstrate greater
acceptance of anti-democratic policies when those policies are advocated
by female politicians. The paper by Lachover and Haytin focuses on the
way media outlets cover feminist politics and examines whether and how
feminist ideas have become news values in the context of political media.
The next paper, by Itzkovitch-Malka and Oshri, asks a slightly different
question and explores the parliamentary behavior of female legislators.
The paper explores the conditions under which female legislators will be
more likely to initiate gender-based legislation and the role institutional
marginalization plays in this process. Finally, the paper by Harsgor and
Asaf compliments the panel as it takes on a different perspective, exploring
gender gaps in conflict attitudes. Taken together this panel contributes to
the understanding of the complex ties between the growing presence of
women in formal politics and the array of consequences of this presence.
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Risky War, Risky Peace: Revisiting the Gender Gap in Conflict Attitudes

Risky War, Risky Peace: Revisiting the Gender Gap in Conflict Attitudes The
idea that women are more peaceful than men, and its practical implications
for national and international politics, has received considerable attention
by both academia and political organizations, despite of the lack of clear
evidence for this theory over the years. While the common wisdom is that
women are more peaceful than men (“The Women and Peace Hypothesis™),
the evidence for conflict zones is particularly mixed, suggesting no
relationship between gender and peacefulness at the individual level, or
counterintuitive findings of lower levels of “peaceful” attitudes among
women compared to men.

Therefore, we still lack theoretical framework to explain why such gaps
might (or might not) exist. The paper focuses on the role played by the
psychological mechanism of risk aversion in shaping individual's attitudes
toward war and peace under conflicts, and in particular on the varying
levels of risk aversion that lead to gender gap(s) in security preferences.
The common assumption that women choose to avoid the necessary costs
of war and tend to prefer the less &quot;costly&quot; peaceful solution,
ignores the not-so-small potential risks deriving from any peace plan. The
consequences of failed peace negotiations can be a deterioration of the
situation into a violent episode that would not have occurred had the status-
quo remained. Since women are known to be more risk averse than men,
and tend to perceive higher levels of risk, they are consequently inclined
to avoid the risk of peace resolution just as they avoid the risk of war. We
study this hypothesis within the context of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict,
in which attitudes toward military actions and peace plans constitute a
major part of public opinion and everyday life. This allows studying
concrete attitudes toward both war and peace within the same context.
we use observational data to examine the association between gender,
psychological risk aversion, and attitudes towards conflict resolution and
military actions. To better test the mechanism, we use anexperimental
design which manipulates the level of risk attached to each outcome in
order to assess the effect of level-of-risk on women and men’s support for
conflict resolution and military actions. Preliminary results support our
mechanism. The paper contributes new insights to the study of the gender
gap in popular support in peace and war under existing conflicts.
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Is Feminism an Asset or a Burden? Media Coverage of a Feminist Political
Woman Leader

In the context of the current high visibility of feminist discourse, this
study focuses on the media coverage of Merav Michaeli, a female Israeli
politician heading the Labor party who conducted a feminist campaign
during the 2021 parliamentary elections. The study examines whether and
how feminist ideas have become news values in the context of political
media. The study is based on a quantitative and interpretative analysis of
Michaeli's media coverage in the 2021 election.

The quantitative analysis suggests that issues of feminism featured
prominently in the coverage and, moreover, that the overall positive
sentiment of the coverage was mostly evident in items on feminist issues.
The interpretive analysis indicates that Michaeli's newsworthiness derived
from her being the only female party leader: this itself became a feminist
issue. Additionally, Michaeli's newsworthiness was based on her being a
known feminist, and her feminist campaign was represented as a political
asset. The media represented her as a strong female political player,
showing her feminism as a main component of her political strength.
However, the media’s representation of Michaeli also straddled the line
between masculinity and femininity by portraying her as strong but
pleasant, demonstrating the double bind that many female politicians find
themselves in.

Women's Presence in Parties Shifts their Images Leftward: Observational
and Experimental Evidence Do citizens make assumptions about political
party ideology based on women's representation? We posit that citizens use
a gender-based heuristic when judging party positions and then analyze
whether they infer parties' left-right positions from women's presence
within parties as leaders, MPs, and rank-and-file party supporters, as well
as from parties' decisions to adopt gender quotas that ensure women's
representation in their slate of candidates. We present observational
analyses of election survey data across 20 western publics, which show that
citizens generally perceive parties with a greater women's presence within
the party as more left-wing, and that the cumulative perceptual impact
of these factors is substantial. We next report experiments across four
western publics to substantiate that these are causal effects. Our findings
have implications for parties' election strategies and mass-elite linkages.
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Institutional Marginalization and the Substantive Representation of
Women: Between Strategy and Opportunity

Research on the substantive representation of women in parliaments
has shown that descriptive representation enhances the substantive
representation of women’s interests in national assemblies. Yet, much
uncertainty remains about the structural and positional conditions under
which this descriptive-substantive link is kept.

Conceptualizing parliaments as gendered environments disadvantageous
toward women, we argue that female legislators' marginal status
incentivizes them to engage in gender-related parliamentary activity more
so, compared to situations in which they are less marginal. Our theory
suggests that such behavior is the result of a strategic choice made by
female legislators in order to achieve political goals, based on the range of
opportunities available to them. We base our interrogation on a unique
dataset documenting the parliamentary behavior of Israeli legislators
over the course of 11 parliamentary terms, between the years 1977-2015.
Analyzing over 15,000 Private Member Bills (PMBs), we thematically
classify those which address gender-related policy issues and use a varied
spectrum of marginality indicators to sustain a causal connection between
marginality and the substantive representation of women.

Preliminary findings suggest that a marginal status contributes to the
initiation of more gender-related PMBs among female legislators, but not
among male legislators. Female legislators who are less tenured or less
safe on their party lists are more likely to initiate gender-related PMBs.
As they become less marginal, their likelihood to engage in such policy
issues decreases. The paper contributes to the ongoing debate on the links
between descriptive and substantive representation of disadvantaged
groups. It suggests a nuanced approach to understanding this link, which
takes into account institutional and partisan arrangements and the
strategic choices individual legislators make given such arrangements.
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Mainstreaming Democratic Backsliding: Gender and the Radical Right

Recent years have witnessed a rise in influence of authoritarian, illiberal
parties and agendas in many Western democracies, amounting to a trend
of democratic backsliding. Hailing from the radical-right, contemporary
democratic backsliders tend to display distinct gender politics. Historically,

they have been known as Mannerparteien — men’s parties - representing
men and represented by men. Yet, women have recently become
increasingly prominent as political leaders in such parties. We argue that a
gender lens could help explain some of the recent success of such
parties to move from the extreme margins to more central positions in
national politics. We propose a “Gender Mainstreaming Model (GMM) of
democratic backsliding ”, which can help explain growing public acceptance
of anti-democratic agendas. More specifically, citizens demonstrate
greater acceptance of anti-democratic policies, and of the politician and
party promoting them, when those policies are advocated by a woman
politician rather than by a man politician. This mainstreaming effect,
we hypothesize, is explained by the attribution of feminine stereotypes
to the woman politician, which softens the masculine stereotypes voters
hold about radical right parties and their anti- democratic policy agendas.
We test this model using original series of experiments across Israel,
Germany, and the U.S. In all three contexts, we find support for this model
among those segments of the public (women and left-wing citizens) who
are particularly apprehensive about the radical right and its “masculine”
image.
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Who is the Enemy Here? Political Delegitimization: Definition, Sources,
and Analysis

Despite the central role of discursive delegitimization in the political
debate over supremacy, little is known about the processes through which
social agents attempt to de-establish legitimacy for contested political
camps. The use of delegitimization to de- establish the legitimacy of the
political rival is present, even in societies with high democratic norms.
This paper starts by presenting a new development of the concept of
political delegitimization based on Huddy’s (2001) four factors for identity
formation. Subsequently, it investigates these processes of political
delegitimization in the context of the Israeli political govern crises of 2019-
2021 using a novel computational algorithm that successfully identifies
and measures delegitimization from approximately 900,000 Hebrew
mass-media articles and social media posts. The paper emphasizes the
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destructive potential of political delegitimization discourse, which may
create a sense of shame and repudiates political identities. The endpoint of
these processes can be the eradication of certain ideas from the democratic
discourse and preventing any ideological objection. This means the end
of the pluralistic discourse, which is an absolute necessity for a functional
democracy. By examining political delegitimization discourse, this paper
allows for a better knowledge of these processes and raise awareness of
their various influences.
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Do Prospective Expectations in Conflicts Shape Popular Willingness to
Compromise, or Vice Versa? Evidence From Israel

In violent conflicts, can forward-looking expectations about resolution with
the adversary change the public’s ideological willingness to compromise,
or do ideological positions predetermine these expectations? This question
reflects a broader debate about the causal direction between prospective
beliefs and partisan preferences. We test this complex relationship
empirically using rich survey data of Israeli-Jewish attitudes regarding
the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. Leveraging aggregate monthly time series
spanning two full decades and two historical moments with exogenous
shocks to expectations, we find that changes in forward-looking beliefs
do shift popular willingness to negotiate a compromise across ideological
camps. We do not find evidence of the opposite causal relationship. The
findings contribute to our understanding of the interrelations between
prospective expectations and ideological preferences and carry important
implications for conflict resolution strategies.
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The Sound of Silence: COVID, Cyber and Surveillance Policy in the US,
UK, and Israel

Previous research argues that countries that are influenced by threats and
violence, often introduce digital and physical surveillance practices. Does
exposure to sudden crisis situations (e.g., COVID/plague, lethal cyber
terror attacks) prompt support for surveillance policies? Both COVID and
cyber terror attacks are sudden crisis situations, random in their nature,
sources are unknown, as well as embedded fear and uncertainty. We
argue that threat perceptions are key to understanding the differences in
which people respond to either COVID or cyber terror attacks in terms
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of embracing surveillance policies. To address this question, we have
designed two original experiment surveys in three countries; the UK,
the US, and Israel. We tested the effect of exposure to lethal cyber terror
attacks (N=300; Study 1) and lethal COVID incidents (N=475; Study 2)
on support for surveillance policies. In study 1 (February 2020) we used
vivid, professionally produced television reports on major attacks on
derailed trains. Respondents were assigned to one of two conditions:
lethal cyber terror attack or non-lethal cyber terror attacks; lethal or non-
lethal conventional terror. In study 2 (May 2020), in the pre-vaccine era,
we used vignettes describing different COVID dangerous implications
resulting from massive infection while using trains. Respondents were
assigned to either lethal or economic damage conditions. Initial findings
indicate a) Higher trends for surveillance policies in Israel b) Compared
to COVID-19, exposure to security threats (cyber terror-attacks) is a
stronger predictor than exposure to health incidents in supporting digital
surveillance c) Highest levels of threat in the US compared to the UK and
Israel.
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Political economy of voting
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Kin in the Game: How Family Ties Help Firms Overcome Campaign
Finance Regulation

Can campaign finance regulation curb the political influence of economic
actors? In this article, we identify a new factor that may hinder its
effectiveness---the social structure of organizations. We argue that such
regulation creates cooperation dilemmas in firms' leadership and propose
that a specific feature of organizations---family ties---help solve such
problems. We evaluate this argument by studying a Supreme Court ban on
corporate contributions in Brazil. Using a difference-in-differences design
and data on family ties in Brazilian public companies, we show that, after
the ban, members of firms' controlling families substitute individual
for corporate contributions. Further, we document the presence of peer
effects in the contribution behavior of family members, suggesting that
family ties transmit influence. These bifurcated effects illustrate how
organizational structure can be a source of de facto power by limiting the
effectiveness of programmatic reforms, and thus contain a cautionary tale
for policymakers.
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Electoral Responses to Economic Crises 15:15-13:45

How do voters respond to economic crises: do they turn against the
incumbent, systematically reward a certain political camp, polarize to
the extremes, or perhaps continue to vote much like before? Analyzing
extensive data on elections held in 22 countries for over half a century,
we document a systematic pattern whereby economic crises tend to
disproportionately favor the right. Three main forces underlie this pattern.
First, voters tend to decrease support for the party heading the government
when the crisis erupts. Second, after crises voters tend to grow more
nationalistic and assign greater importance to law and order, issues
typically owned by the right. This shift also corresponds with a higher
turnout among right-leaning voters. Third, when center-right parties
preside over a crisis, their voters often drift further rightward to nationalist
parties, helping the right keep its disaffected supporters within the voting
bloc.
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Liberal Orders: An Evolutionary Theory

Custodians of Liberal Orders (domestic, regional, and international) are
once again compelled to ask fundamental questions about the nature and
prospects of "good order" (or Eunomia). This paper sets out an evolutionary
theory of liberal political orders. The paper makes four main claims. First,
liberal orders should be understood as a species in the broader taxonomic
category of political orders. As such liberal orders must fulfill a quaternary
set of organizing principless which any viable political order must satify to
survive over time.

Second, the paper contends that liberal orders are defined by an essential
striving for the creation, adaptation, and protection of the conditions
necessary for human beings to live lives that are free from fear so as to
maximize each individual’s unique potential for human flourishing.
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Contemporary liberal order outlines an evolutionary understanding of
Eunomia, whereby contemporary liberal orders represent the cumulative
outcome of three sets of elite-selected “wins” over illiberal ones. To survive
and thrive in the twenty- first century liberalism must once again contest
and defeat rival orders, the paper argues thirdly, are the cumulative
outcome of three historical sets of &quot;wins&quot; in which it was
liberal solution-structures that struggled with, and eventually "defeated"
their illiberal/anti-liberal competitors. Political order, in other words,
are subject to an evolutionary logic where superior solution-structures
are adopted by elites and eventually emulated. Finally, understanding
the evolutionary logic of liberal orders provides us with valuable insights
for 21st century liberal order construction. To survive and thrive in the
21st century liberal orders must once again compete and outperform their
competitors, particularly in terms of physical and ontological security.

Transformative Populism

The proposed lecture explores links between two phenomena that are
rarely analyzed together. The first, transformative democratic politics,
recognizes political projects that work to expand democratic life,
against minimalist democracy, both on the grassroots level and via state
institutions. Populism, a far more studied phenomenon, rests on the basic
premise of a dichotomy between the people and the elites and branches
out to multiple, sometimes contradictory theories.
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In this lecture, I intend to present theoretical developments about
transformation “from above” and transformation “from below” in the
existing literature and then turn to several theories of populism to assess
their potential links with the transformative project. Then, I turn to
the case of the Bernie Sanders movement and presidential campaigns
and present my findings regarding the employment of certain populist
features to pursue democratically transformative ends. The illustrative
Sanders example demonstrates how some populist features can have
strong links with the transformative democratic project, both pushing for
transformation and developing transformative strategies. My analysis is
demonstrated by a review of the scant literature on transformative politics,
a critical reading of some theories about populist style, strategy, and
ideology, and attention to aspects of the Sanders phenomenon that reveal
links between populism and the transformative politics.

In general, research about current left-wing populist projects stresses
its democratic nature and maintains that such populism is compatible
with liberal democracy (often arguing against claims that populism is
illiberal in essence). In this lecture, I propose to go a step further and
claim that some forms of populism are not only congruent with liberal
democracy, but also that some types of populism may exhibit further, vital
democratizing aims and effects with structural and discursive implications.
Finally, the term “transformative populism” is presented to suggest a new
theoretical framework and is followed by a discussion on further potential
developments of the concept.
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Can Israel escape the "more security- less democracy” trap? an initial
exploration of crucial mechanisms

Scholars of democracy and national security have long held that there is
an inherent tension between maintaining liberal-democratic ideals and
providing security in times of conflict. To win a protracted conflict, goes
the conventional argument, democracies must either give up the fight
or lose some of their liberal principles in the name of providing security
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(becoming a little more authoritarian as time goes by). It is this tension that
led many scholars to claim that democracies make less capable counter-
insurgents. The empirical record seems to corroborate both claims (e.g.,
1970";s Argentina and Greece, 2000's Sri Lanka). So far, Israel has always
been considered the exception to this rule as it was considered the only true
democracy in an otherwise undemocratic region. Yet recent developments
in the Israeli political landscape (e.g., rise of right-wing, hyper-nationalist
parties and proposed legislation limiting the power of the supreme courts)
have brought many to question this view.

Given the renewed debate about Israel's democratic character, this study
proposes to investigate the mechanisms through which democracies turn
toilliberalism and to take a closer look at what extent the Israeli experience
is unique in this regard. Even if we accept the claim that Israel is on the
verge of becoming undemocratic, theoretically we must still: (a) verify
that the security-related mechanisms at play in Israel are responsible for
this process; and that (2) they are similar to those which brought down
other democracies. Likewise, and considering that other democracies
fell much quicker after the eruption of social unrest/conflict, we must
ask what mechanisms slowed down anti-democratic forces in Israel and
allowed democracy to persevere this long. Could the same mechanisms
help other countries avoid the same fate? I find that unlike other places,
successive Israeli governments fared much better in convincing society of
its army's ability to fight effectively without resorting to excessive human
rights violations, and that for various reasons the Israeli public's threshold
of tolerance to military failures is much higher. I test these propositions
using a controlled comparison of Israel with other cases and discuss its
implication for understanding Israeli democracy's future trajectory.
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Nationalism and Conflict: How do Variations of Nationalism affect
Variations in Domestic and International Conflict?

This paper aims to provide a novel theoretical framework for explaining
the effects of nationalism on conflict. Yet, nationalism is not monolithic
or even dichotomous. I go beyond that to distinguish among five types of
nationalism (liberal; stateless; consolidating; irredentist; and populist).
The variations in the type of nationalism explain variations in peace
and conflict in different parts of the world. The variations of types of
nationalism, in turn, reflect the combined effect of variations in two
independent variables: state capacity and national congruence. National
congruence refers to the correspondence between national identities and
borders. The general theoretical argument advanced in the paper provides
an explanation for the recent rise of nationalist-populism (and the
related domestic polarization) in the West and in other democracies in a
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comparative perspective with other types of nationalism and the conflicts
they generate. There are also trans-border linkages between variations in
national identity. Thus, the absence of a common national identity in weak
states produces failed states, which, in turn, affect the reinforcement of
populism in the West by exporting (not necessarily by design) migration
and terrorism. Thus, paradoxically, some of the weakest states in the
international system affect a major transformation in some of the highest-
capacity states in the world by reinforcing the rise of populism. Such a
rise of populism—as well as of revisionism and failed states—poses severe
challenges to the liberal international order.
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What You Give is What You Get: External Support for Rebels and Civil
Conflict Recurrence

Empirical evidence suggests that external support to rebel groups has a
significant effect on civil conflict duration and outcomes, yet the role of
external supporters in conflict recurrence is not clear, although a significant
number of rebels continue to receive external support after conflict
termination. In this paper I ask how external support after conflict termination
affects conflict recurrence. To answer this question, I distinguish between
political and military types of support. I argue that while any type of support
may endanger peace, a variation of military types of support are threat-
inducing. When rebel groups receive military types of external support, they
signal the government that they are not only willing to resume the conflict,
but also capable of doing so. Political types of support, on the other hand,
can send mixed signals and do not necessarily threaten peace. Therefore, 1
argue that increase in military type of external support to rebels after civil
conflict termination is associated with shorter periods of peace and a greater
likelihood of civil conflict recurrence. I estimate a series of Cox proportional
hazard models to test my argument. I find empirical support to the theoretical
argument that military external support shortens peaceful episodes between
and after civil conflict termination. This theoretical argument and empirical
evidence expand our knowledge on the effects of external support of rebels in
post-conflict environments, provide important information to policymakers
and foreign policy professionals and have critical implications for effective
peacebuilding.
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Principles for designing peace processes: What predicts reaching
comprehensive peace agreement?

There is a lot of quantitative research on the design of peace agreements
and how or which elements should be included in them in order to reach
a stable peace agreement. There is not much quantitative research on
peace process design: from the first to the last agreement signed. Part
of the question of designing peace processes is related to the time or the
order of the issues that come up for negotiation. There are approaches that
claim that it is better to start with the difficult issues first, and there are
approaches that favor at the beginning the issues that are not at the heart of
the dispute. This article provides some insights into principles for designing
peace processes. By using the PAX peace agreement database, analyzing
the data and examining peace processes as a unit of analysis, we focused
on the phase of discussions on partial agreements in peace processes.
Statistical analysis allowed us to check if there is a certain structure or
certain components that are found in partial agreements and may predict
the subsequent arrival of comprehensive agreements. The findings show
that when certain elements are agreed upon in the early stages of a peace
process, the chance of reaching a comprehensive agreement increases. On
the other hand, there are elements for which agreement in early stages
does not predict reaching a comprehensive peace agreement.
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Governmental Regulation by Climate-Shaming Firms

This book contends that government regulators can and should shame
companies into climate-responsible behavior by publicizing information
on corporate contribution to climate change.

Apartments, Gold Plans, or Pensions: Trust and Cultural Patterns in
Retirement Savings Among Minorities and Their Policy Implication

Pension savings tax benefits are common in many countries in the OECD.
Efficiency examination of such benefits has become required, since
currently pension savings are mandatory in most countries. The OECD
has recommended to reform the pension tax expenditure claiming that tax
relief granted to the private pension savings fees are mostly inefficient and
unequal, since this tax is the most significant (OECD, 2008).

Despite mandatory savings application and tax benefits, the average
turnover rate among OECD countries is low and the poverty rate and
income inequality are exacerbated following retirement (OECD, 2019).

The research is of great importance since the problem of old age poverty is
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on the agenda of many OECD countries and as a solution to this problem
many countries are making many changes to the pension savings system.

The study examined the tax benefits in Israel according to income deciles,
using a unique sample obtained from the Central Bureau of Statistics,
which included about 350,000 employees in the State of Israel during the
years 2009-2014. At the same time, the expected budgeting for individuals
for each income decile was examined in accordance with the current
deposit and benefit system, while comparing it to the expected poverty
threshold at retirement.

The results of the study showed that approximately half of the working
population belonging to the disadvantaged does not enjoy the benefit. We
have also found that, in line with the current deposit and benefit system,
assuming that citizens have no additional savings beyond the law, the
transition to pension income streams at retirement is expected to cause
a decrease of an average of three to four more deciles below the poverty
threshold.

Considering the study findings, an alternative mechanism with social and
economic benefits, seeking to eliminate some of the pension benefits and
provide equitable benefits to all individuals in the form of pension savings,
is proposed. The proposed alternative has two distinct advantages: one
is the distribution of the grant equally for all individuals regardless of
income level. The second benefit is the increase of pension savings and
poverty reduction at retirement, without increasing the state budget.
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The private sector for the public interest: Business lobbying in China’s
legislature

Authoritarian regimes coopt business elites by facilitating the election
of leading businesspeople to the legislature. Business elites exploit their
public office to lobby for policies that benefit them, notably, property
rights, investor protection and lowered chances of expropriation.
Surprisingly, however, they utilize their seats in authoritarian legislatures
to not only advocate for narrow sectoral interests, but also to champion
policies that serve the broad public interest, such as regulation, oversight
and environmental protection. Delegates from the business sector are
nominated by the autocrats to represent a narrow set of elite interests.
What motivates these delegates, who are not popularly elected, to promote
public interest policies within institutions that serve as venues for the
articulation of narrow elite interests?

The analysis argues that there is a transactional relation between delegates
fromthebusiness sectorand governmentbureaucracies. Policies benefitting
the public interest are within the mandate of government bureaucracies.
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Yet, these bureaucracies often lack adequate resources and personnel to
carry out investigations on these issues. In exchange for information on
public interest issues, government bureaucracies are more forthcoming
about considering proposals that further the industry’s interests. Business
delegates also use informed and polished proposals to build reputation
for expertise and concern for the public interest in the eyes of government
bureaucrats, who, in turn, view them more favorably, taking their policy
recommendations for sectoral ends more positively.

The paper analyzes the contents of policy suggestions and proposals written
by local and national pharmaceutical associations and then submitted to
the Chinese government by the National People’s Congress deputies and
Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference members in 2014
and 2022. It finds that a total of 82 proposals from 2014 contained 445
policy recommendations, sorted into eight distinct themes. The majority
of recommendations, 55%, pertained to policies that directly relate to the
parochial interests of the pharmaceutical companies. Nevertheless,
a substantial number of recommendations, 45%, are associated with
public interest concerns. In 2022, this ratio was reversed. A total of 146
proposals contained 738 recommendations and 15 themes. 58% of these
recommendations now focused on public interest, whereas only 42% were
dedicated to the advocacy for pro-pharmaceutical industry policies.

The change in the ratio of proposals that promote either public or sectoral
interests, the paper argues, attests to the delegates’ ability to adapt their
lobbying to the changing political atmosphere. In 2014, delegates took
advantage of the regime’s agenda of simplifying bureaucratic procedures
and supporting the private sector to aggressively bring into the fore
policy recommendations that benefit their industry. In 2022, however,
the regime’s newly unveiled concept of ‘common prosperity’ from August
2021 and its accompanying efforts to rein in the private sector spurred
the risk averse and politically seasoned delegates to focus on policy
recommendations dedicated to public-interest issues.
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National Varieties Still Matter: A Comparative Analysis of Consumer
Credit Data Regimes in the United States, Sweden, Israel, and France

National Varieties Still Matter: A Comparative Analysis of Consumer
Credit Data Regimes in the United States, Sweden, Israel, and France
Before asking why countries vary, we should ask how they differ. Stressing
variations in capitalism models, this article explores how regulatory
regimes are related to underlying national institutions and politics. Using
a stepwise comparative analysis of consumer credit data regimes in four
countries, it underscores variation in two regulatory dimensions: the
business restrictions between two clusters, the United States and Sweden
vs France and Israel; and the consumer empowerment within these
clusters.

The article concludes that grasping the regulatory state’s multidimensional
character improves understanding of the regulatory process and underlines
the continuity of national capitalist models in the era of regulatory
capitalism.

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Blacklisting Crypto (and More)

The U.S. Treasury’s blacklisting of Tornado Cash — a crypto mixing service
- that potentially exposed trolled celebrities such as Jimmy Fallon and
Logan Paul to criminal liability, continues a recent years’ reliance of policy-
makers on blacklisting as a significant tool in their arsenal. Yet, the concept
of blacklisting is not new. Historically, being a blacklisted entity meant
having a negative reputation of an entity that cannot be trusted or has
done something wrong. Regulatory blacklisting, based on a similar notion,
enables lawmakers and public officials to enforce regulatory standards on
businesses, individuals, organizations and even jurisdictions by using
signaling economy and sanctions. However, as we have seen in recent
months, with the blacklisting of Russian corporations by the Biden
Administration in an attempt to stop Russian aggression against Ukraine,
this regulatory tool is not always effective in reaching the goals it is meant
to achieve.

This Article explores using blacklisting as a regulatory tool. Doing so, this
Article examines the impact of any related explicit and implicit sanctions,
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especially as such sanctions include reputational damage, increased
hardship in getting credit, and the potential costs of “doing business.”
Additionally, the Article makes the important distinction between being
blacklisted for participating in or advancing an illegal activity, or failing to
comply with binding legal requirements, and being blacklisted for moral
or ethical reasons, as, for example, President Trump’s administration
perceived the case with TikTok — the Chinese social platform — should be. It
explains why distinguishing between the two matters. It further discusses
why sanctions do not always work and derive policy recommendations
for regulators in order to increase the effectiveness of blacklisting as a
regulatory tool, while still examining the problematic nature of regulation
by enforcement.
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New Insights on International Uncertainty: The Role of Financial
Development

The paper presents a theory of uncertainty reduction via financial
development. It argues that the more developed financial intermediaries
and financial markets in the local market, the less uncertainty foreign
firms have regarding the country’s impact on their supply chain. However,
the curbing impact of financial development only holds for lower levels of
development. The relationshipis, therefore, non-linear: moving from lower
to higher financial development decreases uncertainty levels for foreign
firms until a certain point when an increase in financial development will
stop being beneficial. To test the argument, the paper presents a novel
text-based measurement for the level of uncertainty firms from around the
world associated with more than 110 countries between 2003-2019, using
companies’ earnings-calls transcripts. Various validation exercises show
that the measure follows the literature’s expectation: the measure spikes
in times of political tensions and economic downturns. A GMM analysis
that accounts for the possibility of reverse causation supports the claim.
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The study opens new avenues for studying the role of market mechanisms
and structures as international uncertainty-mitigating technologies.
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Utilizing Dynamic Community Detection to trace Media Storms

We can recognize ‘media storms’ when we see them — dramatic but
temporary increases of media attention to an issue. Such outbursts
capture the public’s collective attention, shape elites’ decision-making,
initiate political processes, and amplify various media effects. Storms,
while usually triggered by a real event, garner disproportionate attention
due to self-reinforcing dynamics of media production causing a ‘feeding
frenzy’ of coverage. Thus, we should be able to predict which events will
instigate such attention cascades, determine how long they will last, and
offer practical steps to utilize them strategically.

However, our understanding of storms has been constrained due to the
manual reading of news articles, confining researchers to examine relatively
few cases through short- term chronological prisms. Thus, we adopt a ‘big
data’ approach — analyzing millions of articles from various outlets over
22 years to systematically study media storms. We present here a storm
identification method utilizing community detection to find dynamic story
clusters dominating coverage. These are then analyzed using a weakly-
supervised deep learning text classifier to identify the thematic categories
expressed in such outbursts. This thematic layer allows me to ascertain the
role of media-generated hype, and connect storms to the wider theoretical
framework of media attention and newsworthiness.
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Presidential Speeches - A Sentence-Level Deep Learning Approach

Existing studies of presidential speeches rely on detailed sentence-level
human-coding of a few highly visible speeches or apply a more systematic
coding using various dictionaries that identify broad document-level
categorization. Neither approach provides sufficient understanding of the
scale and scope of the policy agenda of presidential speeches. Presidents
speak, on average, every day, and refer to multiple policies in every speech.
To account for the volume and detail of presidential speeches, we present a
different approach that relies on fine-tuned large language models to code
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for policy thousands of occasional remarks of presidents Truman to
Trump at the sentence level. We show that large language models offer
superior precision and recall scores to code presidential speeches, which
can provide a comprehensive assessment of the rhetorical policy agenda
of presidents.
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Intersectional Representation of Arab Palestinian Legislators in Israel

The paper is about the intersectional representation of Arab Palestinian
minority legislators in Israel. The purpose of the paper is to fill a gap
in the field of minority representation that concentrates mainly on one
or two major identities. The paper contributes to the intersectional
representation framework by exploring five different identities that Arab
Palestinian legislators must consider when deciding how to represent their
constituency. To accomplish this goal, I developed an index with which to
measure how they make these decisions. The paper has several aims. First,
it presents a fresh and more comprehensive framework of the concept of
intersectional representation. For this purpose, I adopt the intersectional
approach that involves the dynamic interaction between individual and
institutional factors, and maintains that members often differ in politically
significant ways. The second aim of the paper is to present a new way to
measure intersectional representation by introducing the intersectional
representation index. I use this index to conduct an automated textual
analysis of all of the legislative talks delivered on the floor of the Israeli
parliament (the Knesset) by Arab Palestinian legislators from 1949 until
2019, and 2021-2022 1. The third aim is to use the results of this analysis
to assess their intersectional representation of their constituents.
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Differentiating the Sources of Post-Election Partisan Affect Warming

While scholars have closely examined the intensification of negative
affect across party lines during elections, less is known about the decline
of partisan hostility in the aftermath of election campaigns. Synthesizing
insights from research on electoral rules and political psychology, we
theorize and empirically test two such mechanisms of post- election negative
affect decline. The first is that of winners’ generosity: the expectation
that self-perceived election winners will express warmer feelings toward
political opponents. The second is that of co-governance, which predicts
that shared coalition status leads to warmer affective evaluations among
governing parties. We provide evidence that these mechanisms operate as
pressure valves of negative partisan affect. The empirical analyses leverage
a uniquely uncertain political period following the 2021 Israeli elections,
around which we conducted an original panel study. Our findings advance
the comparative polarization literature and connect psychological and
institutional accounts of temporal fluctuations in partisan affect.
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Collective Identity and Ideological Dimensions in a Protracted Conflict
Over Time: Examining Israeli Voting Patterns in the 21st Century

Political systems in conflict settings tend to be ideologically and
structurally organized around the conflict, often incorporating other
political cleavages and identities into this dimension. This is manifest in
voting patterns. In their influential work, Shamir and Arian (1999, 2008)
find that the Israeli-Palestinian conflict shapes the collective identity of
Israeli-Jewish voters. Thus, voting patterns are determined mainly by
external and internal dimensions related to the conflict and Israeli vs.
Jewish identities. However, these insights have yet to be updated since
the early-2000s. Meanwhile, Israel has undergone significant events,
such as recurring military operations in Gaza, economic protests in 2011,
meaningful demographic trends, and multiple elections. Are the political
dimensions of the collective identity that predicted voting in the late 1990s
still relevant? How have Israeli voters reacted to these changes both in
the Israeli- Palestinian conflict and Israeli society? And what can this
teach us about stability and change in political systems structured around
protracted conflicts? To answer these questions, this paper reexamines
and expands previous research on voting patterns in Israel using Israel
National Election Studies (INES) surveys from multiple decades. The
findings shed light on long-term patterns of public opinion and electoral
behavior in an intractable conflict and update past empirical conclusions
on Israeli voting patterns.
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Less Partisan but No More Competent: How Expressive Responding
Affects the Ability to Distinguish Fact from Opinion

Research suggests that partisanship interferes with peoples’ ability to
distinguish between factual and opinion statements, which might lead to
difficulties in scrutinizing and incorporating verifiable information. We
show that this pattern is partly a consequence of expressive responding:
Partisan respondents claim that congenial opinions are facts, and that
uncongenial facts are opinions, partly because they want to register
their (dis)agreement with it. Two experiments in the United States (total
N=7,847) show that allowing partisans to either state that a statement
is(in)accurate or that they (dis)agree with a statement prior to classifying
it as factual or opinion reduces partisan differences in classifications by
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35% to 40%. A third experiment in Israel (N=1,260) similarly finds that
our treatments reduced gaps between coalition and opposition supporters
by about 30%. Despite this, we find minimal evidence that our treatments
increased the proportion of correct classifications. In other words,
respondents are less partisan than they appear but are not much more
capable of distinguishing fact from opinion.
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The (In)Stability of Symbolic Identity and Social Media: Politicians’
Discursive Use of Symbolic Identity and Citizens’ Self-Identificatio

Existing research recognizes the critical role of symbolic identities in
the political domain as they have the power to affect social attitudes,
political identities, voting patterns, party assessments, and much more.
Evidence suggests that social identity develops in early childhood and
remains stable throughout individuals’ lifespan. However, a growing
body of literature argues that political leaders may use rhetorical acts
to entrepreneur identities, thus unifying their potential supporters
around specific identities. This paper explores the relationship between
politicians’ discourse on social media and the stability of symbolic
identities among the public. We use unique data sets collected over four
years, drawn from two main sources: (1) a computational content analysis
of political discourse that measured and classified symbolic political
identities; (2) a 14-wave panelthat measured the respondents’ degree of
identification with symbolic identities. We find that at the aggregate level,
there is no connection between the frequency of politicians’ use of specific
identities and their prominence among the public. Thus, it is evident that
although the intensity of politicians’ use of identities varies, the degree of
the public’s identification with these identities remains stable. Surprisingly,
when we examine the individual level, we find that identities are dynamic
and changing. We find that respondents who are exposed to politicians’
discourse on social media are significantly more inclined to change their
identification over time. These findings contribute in several ways to our
understanding of both the (in)stability of symbolic identities and the ability
of leaders’ political rhetoric to influence the electorate.
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Who are the Gatekeepers of Antitrust Reform?

The recent U.S. House Subcommittee on Antitrust Investigation of
Competition in Digital Markets Report of 2020 shows two peculiarities
vis-a-vis the American antitrust tradition. The first is the extensive use
of the term “gatekeepers” to mark the targets of regulation. The second
is the de facto absence of a national or statist remedy. While the former
replaces more traditional antitrust staples like “public utilities” and
“common carriers” the latter eliminates the traditional framing for these
debates: the opposition, really the axis that runs from atomist competition
to nationalization as two policy horizons. These two “omissions” are, I
propose, linked and point to a broader paradigm shift: an ex-ante, all-
of-the-above approach to antitrust. Though cloaked in a “trustbusting”
language, it is actually quite comfortable with large, market-dominant
firms, as long as they can be brought under stricter regulation. What have
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regulators gained from invoking “gatekeepers,” and what have they lost?
In the paper I answer that, both in the American context and the European
one, where the term originates, “gatekeepers” are used to define a new
kind of market power, the basis for a new definition of market dominance,
both practical and substantive.
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Political Theory meets Social Progress Indices: mutual benefits of Theory
and Praxis

In the last decades, Political Theory has taken a turn to self-reflection and
engagement. Self-reflection is manifested in discussions of the status and
role of political theory/philosophy and its methodology. Another example
is the rising demand for ‘methodological contextualization:’ putting
theory to the test of empirical findings and real-world contexts. The paper
considers this move through the case of indices of Social Progress. Many
alternative indices have been developed to represent different conceptions
of ‘social progress’ or ‘development’, with each respective conception tied
to particular bundles of ideas in political theory. The ties have been made
as political theorists and philosophers have pondered the same questions
about social progress, its meaning and value. Social progress indices thus
offer an arcane and abstract yet peculiarly illuminating opportunity to
examine the real-world praxis of political theory and the relationship of
the development of theory to the praxis.
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The Beliefs Preferences Scheme: Kenneth Arrow’s Fundamental Critique
of Neoclassical Economics

Informational market failures are the most powerful analytical way to
explain the need for government intervention in many economic contexts.
From environmental externalities to moral hazard problems — the fact
that market’s agents do not have access to all the relevant information
regarding the meaning of their choices serve as a leading argument for
the critics of the image of self-regulating markets. However, this analytical
framework has its own conceptual limits, which have been brought into
sharp relief by the rise of new data analysis technologies, coupled with
unprecedented collection of user data. This paper explores the strengths
and weaknesses of this analytical framework and its political significance
through the work of the economist Kenneth Arrow’s.

Arrow is considered one of the most important contributors to the
development of mathematical neoclassical economics in the post-war
period. He is widely known for providing neoclassical economics with two

theorems of welfare economics and the proof of the existence of competitive
equilibrium within the general equilibrium framework. These two formal
proofs are often conceived as the mathematical support for the argument
that self-regulating markets lead to efficient allocations. However, Arrow
himself was critical of interpreting these results in such a way. Instead,
he understood the general equilibrium model as a non-realistic normative
ideal, which helps us to clarify rigorously why real-world markets
essentially fail to achieve it. Through his critique, Arrow reintroduced
trust, the family, social norms, and other non-market institutions into an
increasingly formalized economic science.
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Innovation and the Chinese Threat: Explaining Investment Screening at
the Forefront of Technology

During the last decade many states have become more concerned with
the potential security ramifications that incoming FDI may pose, pushing
many to establish new or update their existing FDI screening mechanisms.
This paper examines why some states decide to establish new or strengthen
their FDI screening mechanisms, while others do not. We first hypothesize
that much of the strengthening of FDI screening mechanisms seems to be
driven by Chinese investment inflows, possibly perceived as a potential
threat to national security and interests. We further hypothesize that the
variation in screening mechanisms’ capacity and breadth can be explained
by the industrial innovation character of the receiving state: states focused
on ‘mature industries’ where innovation is incremental, and the risk of
intellectual property ‘leakage’ is high, tend to create stringent regimes. By
contrast, states that emphasize ‘disruptive innovation’ that does not rely
on effective intellectual property protection prefer weaker regimes. To test
these hypotheses, we create a new dataset containing information on
FDI screening mechanisms operating in all OECD countries from 2000
to 2020. We use a two-stage approach to deal with the endogeneity of
FDI flows to the screening mechanisms themselves. By instrumenting
predicted Chinese FDI in models of Causal Random Forests, we are able
to illustrate causality between the establishment and modification of FDI
screening mechanisms and several prominent independent variables.
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Russia's Sanctions: A Paradigm Shift?

The international community has been unequivocal in its condemnation of
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine in February 2022 and the brutal war that has
followed. States and private organizations alike took a stance by imposing
sanctions on Russian politicians, Russian-owned companies, athletes, and
artists — in the hope of curtailing Russia’s military capabilities. Though it
does not engage with the debate over the effectiveness of the sanctions,
this presentation investigates two specific features of such sanctions: the
sanctioning authority and the sanctioned entity. Our research shows that
the Russian sanctions have been unprecedented in both regards. While the
Russian sanctions might have served an important purpose in conveying
the international community’s criticism of Russia’s actions and, given the
inability of the UN Security Council to act arguably the only such avenue
available, we argue that they nevertheless raise some concerns. The Russian
sanctions, imposed by unauthorized parties, often unilaterally, do not sit
well with the post-WWII international world order. Their decentralized
nature does not allow for any oversight or true assessment of their impact
on ordinary civilians. The enforcement of international law is left to
individual states and parties, leaving the system fragmented and disorderly.
It creates a dangerous precedent that could be emulated, with far-reaching
impact, in future (and potentially more unjust) wars.
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China-Lithuania Political Warfare: From Soft Power to Sharp Power
Statecraft

Sharp power statecraft is a new concept for understanding how the
People’s Republic of China (PRC) exercises political power to secure its
national interests worldwide. China uses economic, political, military, and
diplomatic instruments characteristic of soft and hard power to pursue a
sharp power strategy. This new type of Chinese political warfare symbolizes
the influential activities that pierce, penetrate, or perforate the targeted
democratic countries. This study examines how China uses sharp power
strategy against Lithuania to secure its national interests. The diplomatic
dispute with Lithuania has become a case study for testing Chinese sharp
power statecraft to manage foreign political influence operations in Europe
and signals a change in its foreign policy agenda. The EU must develop an
effective anti-coercion instrument to deter Chinese coercive behavior and
the ability to apply countermeasures quickly if required.
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Group Dynamics and their Influence on Critical Decisions in the Cuban 17:00 - 15:30

Missile Crisis

Did dysfunctional group dynamics in Kennedy’s team of advisors delay
the discovery of offensive weapons in Cuba? We analyze the group
deliberations that led to Kennedy’s decision to alter existing U2 aerial
surveillance of Cuba on September 10, 1962. This decision resulted in what
is often called the photo gap — five weeks in which there was no aerial
surveillance over mainland Cuba. This decision delayed the discovery
of offensive Soviet missiles in Cuba by nearly a month. We apply three
models of group decision making dynamics to analyze the decision-making
process (Groupthink, Polythink, and Con-Div). We demonstrate that the
dynamic of polythink, within the highest levels of national security decision
making, explains President Kennedy’s decision to halt U-2 surveillance
over Cuba at the critical moment when the Soviets were clearly increasing
their military presence in the island nation 9o miles of the coast of the
United States.
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When Hobbes Met Maslow”: IR Realism &amp; The Hierarchy of Human
Needs

The study of international relations (IR) needs the study of human nature.
This paper makes the case by juxtaposing IR realism, beginning with
Hobbes, with Abraham Maslow’s “hierarchy of human needs.” I analyze
how realists have gradually banished the study of human nature by turning
things (states) into persons and persons into things, via the “domestic
analogy” and rational models, respectively. I show where realism meets
Maslow, primarily in the primacy of survival and safety needs, and explain
why realism — both classical and structural — needs Maslow’s theory to
support its causal claims. Realism, in turn, may contribute to Maslow’s
theory by appending needs with greed (e.g. safety with domination), and
with the pursuit of pure power. I further argue that to need and greed,
we should add creed, which often trumps both and determines which is
which. Finally, I propose a way to theorize people’s divergent perspectives
on human nature as a key to realize its effects on politics.
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Beyond 'consultocrac' and 'servants of powe': the role of consultants in
public policy

formulation Prior research on consultants in policymaking described
their expanding policy involvement and impact. My research focuses on
consultants’ policy formulation roles and on how and why these roles
vary across jurisdictions and contexts. In this talk, I present a novel
conceptualization of consultants’ formulation roles, and apply it through
comparative study of two cases: healthcare policy in Ontario, Canada,
and Victoria, Australia. Based on analysis of contracts and expenditure
data, and 59 semi-structured interviews, I demonstrate that consultants
in Victoria are partners in formulation, used routinely for a variety of
tasks, including core formulation work. Their role is institutionalized
through formal and informal rules. In contrast, consultants in Ontario
perform non-core formulation work and are primarily active in linking
the government to other sites and pools of knowledge. I explain how this
variation connects to public sector internal capacity and policy sector
complexity. The research provides a nuanced understanding of the roles
of consultants in policy formulation.
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Public Accountability and Gatekeepers' Strategies : When and Why do
Internal auditors Stretch the Boundaries of their Role?

A major challenge facing democracies is ensuring public accountability. We
identify the conditions required for gatekeepers to improve accountability
in Western democracies by exploring the factors that influence the
professional decisions of internal auditors. One approach to auditing is
a broad-based system approach (BBSA) where auditors closely monitor
decision making, policy and control mechanisms. We explore the factors
that influence the decision of internal auditors of public organizations
to adopt a BBSA. We integrate organizational change theories into the
principal-agent framework and suggest that the following factors influence
the audit approach adopted: the extent to which principals support the
auditors’ professional authority and autonomy, the expectations of
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various stakeholders about the auditing approach, the principals' attempts 0’avin nyix?
to control and supervise workers' decisions and activities, and auditors' o0'77n
perceptions about workers' support for the audit. We examine the attitudes 4

of internal auditors using questionnaires distributed to a sample group 17:00 - 15:30

of Israeli auditors of public organizations. So far, we have conducted
semi-structured interviews and a pilot survey to validate the results of
our questionnaire. The preliminary findings of the investigations we have
done to date support our theoretical framework. Our study makes several
contributions. First, our findings expand our knowledge about the
characteristics of the supportive environment required to enable internal
auditors to function effectively and improve public organizations’ control
and accountability. Second, our conclusions may undermine the consensus
about the necessity for internal auditors’ independence and emphasize
the role of managers' support for the auditors’ professional authority.
Third, our new view of the audit approach may help us measure it in a
more comprehensive and accurate way. Fourth, the research highlights
the unique position of internal auditors compared to other gatekeepers
and explains the conditions that encourage public servants to take risks.
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Self-other agreement on public leaders’ EI and its relationship with
follower outcomes

The concept of emotional intelligence (EI) has garnered growing support
as a key factor in explaining public servants’ attitudes and behaviors.
Public administration research on EI has largely focused on examining the
relationship between civil servants' own emotional intelligence and their
work outcomes (Brugnetto et al. 2012; Guy, &amp; Lee, 2015; Levitats
&amp; Vigoda-Gadot, 2017; Vigoda-Gadot &amp; Meisler; Williams et al.
,2009). However, some research endeavors have explored a relationship
between leaders' emotional intelligence and their followers' outcomes (e.g.,
Ruestow, 2008; Levitats et al., 2019). The existing studies concerning the
leader EI —follower outcomes link have made a significant contribution to
the leadership and EI literature in the context of public administration.
However, they are limited in the sense that they used only one rating
source, typically self-ratings, to assess leaders' EI. In order to gain a
better understanding of leader EI and its effects on follower outcomes,
both leaders’ and followers’ assessment of leader EI should be considered
together, raising an important question: are there consequences to the (in)
congruence between follower's and leader's perceptions of their leader's
EI?

Together with the European
Commission (EC) and the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the ECB
provided distressed sovereign states and banks with support, explicitly
exceedingits official mandate of containing inflation and in so doing gaining
unprecedented power over member states’ economic policies.

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ECB’s reputation and legitimacy are based on sophisticated expertise in 0’avin nyvix?
monetary policy, after expanding its authority, the ECB was criticized for o0'77n

Relying on relevant literature and personal interviews with ECB officials,
this paper reveals that in parallel to the institution’s technocratic nature,
ECB staff members share a strong. European identity and a strong
normative perspective, suggesting a possible reconciliation between the
conflicting concepts of technocracy and ideology.

From a wider perspective, the case study of the ECB may offer an
opportunity to examine what motivates international organizations to
expand the scope of their activity beyond the original purpose with which
they were tasked.

The Politics of Using Al-based Algorithms in High-
Stakes Decisions

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The use of Al-based algorithms in decision-making has become more
widespread in recent years, with applications in fields such as law
enforcement, healthcare, finance, and education. While these algorithms
have the potential to improve decision-making, their use has also sparked
debate about their fairness, accountability, transparency, and potential for
bias and discrimination.

The panel will bring together scholars from various fields to discuss the
political and societal implications of using Al-based algorithms in high-
stakes decision-making. The papers presented will provide insight into
the ways in which these algorithms are shaping our spatial knowledge,
influencing public policy, and challenging democratic institutions and
values.

Through these papers, the panel aims to spark a lively and thought-
provoking discussion on the ethical, political, and societal implications of
using Al-based algorithms in making decisions that affect our daily lives.
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Do algorithms have a right to the city? Waze and algorithmic spatiality

This article introduces the notion of algorithmic spatiality as a way to
capture the unique spatial knowledge created by digital mobile media, and
the way that this knowledge acts upon space, and is perceived by other
actors involved in the production of space.

Focusing on the navigation giant Waze, it asks how this new spatial actor
legitimates the knowledge it creates about space and the effects incurred
by this knowledge. In theoretical terms, it asks how Waze asserts its ‘right
to the city’ through a discourse of a superior knowledge of space. These
questions are discussed in light of a case study of the clash between Waze
and local residents over the application’s common practice of diverting
large volumes of traffic through side-roads, located in quiet neighbourhoods
and villages in Israel. Over a period of two years, these clashes - by legal,
political, and discursive means - reached public discussions in news
outlets and social media, and these form the corpus of the research. The
article shows how along long-established forms of knowledge which
underlie different actors’ right to the city — experts’ knowledge, democratic
knowledge, market knowledge, and local knowledge — emerges a new
kind of knowledge, backed by big-data and algorithms and managed
by a quasimonopolistic platform, which claims a legitimate right to the
production of space. Traditionally a right upheld by underprivileged
groups and individuals, the right to the city is currently upheld by a socio-
technical assemblage.

When Do Citizens Resist the Use of Algorithmic Decision-Making in Public
Policy? Theory and Evidence

In recent years, there has been a significant rise in the use of algorithmic
decision- making systems (ADSs) to assist or replace human decision-
making in a wide range of policy contexts. These include decisions on
issues such as policing, criminal sentencing, and social welfare assistance.
How do citizens view the incorporation of this technology in making high-
stakes decisions? I introduce a new theory to explain the conditions under
which citizens view ADSs as legitimate, fair, and accurate, and test it using
a series of original experiments embedded in a national U.S. survey. Using
evidence from a wide range of decisions and policy domains, I show that
citizens exhibit aversion to the use of ADSs in decisions that are designed
to sanction rather than to assist, and when they are required to make

the employment of ADSs in such contexts can undermine the legitimacy of 4

policy decisions. Overall, the theory and evidence I present provide novel 17:00 - 15:30
insights into the way ADSs can be used in public policy and the political
implications of this growing phenomenon.
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Re-Imagining Democracy: AI’'s Challenge to Political Theory

In this paper, I explore how AI challenges democratic politics and political
theory. I show in this chapter that some concepts in contemporary political
theory cannot fully capture the risks which AI poses to democracy. To do so,
I follow two major challenges: the hollowing-out of democratic politics due
to Al systems and the creation of passive forms of political participation.
To overcome these political and theoretical challenges I offer an idea of a
“liberal data republic” that will allow citizens to have more control over Al,
both internally and externally. This model is based on recent political and
policy-oriented examples, from which I draw more general conclusions.
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Democratic Friction in Speech Governance by Al

Artificial Intelligence (AI) systems are increasingly deployed to govern the
digital public sphere. Their robust and speedy application contributes to a
frictionless flow of information - a signature trait of the digital economy,
and of social media in particular.

For democracy, however, friction is a key feature. It is reflected in principles
such as separation of powers and discursive contestation, aiming to
ensure self-governance and civil liberties. This chapter contends that a
critical space for self-governance and social deliberation of social norms
is ”lost in translation”, as we shift to speech governance by AI. Driven
by probabilistic decision-making processes and recursive optimization
dynamics, Al systems fail to facilitate a shared ground for discursively
voicing dissent and addressing it. Accordingly, this chapter argues that
public policy should focus on promoting democratic friction. To enable
social dialogue on speech norms and facilitate contestation, Al systems
should be reconfigured in a way that embeds democratic legal principles
in their design.
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The Dynamics of Coalition Politics and Israel’s Conservatism

Analysis of ideological movements and political parties is regularly offered
in scholarship. Less is known, however, about the ideological outcomes
of coalition politics in multi-party parliamentary democratic regimes in
which each party almost necessarily gives up some of its views and policies
in order to shape a stable coalition. The success of multi-party coalitions is
predicated upon producing a shared view of political affairs.

What is then the new ideology emerging out of the concessions of the
parties joining in the coalition? This article analyzes Israel’s 2009-
2019 right-wing coalition politics as a case study. The parties joining
these coalitions were not conservative; nevertheless, a conservative
agenda emerged triumphant through the dynamics of negotiating and
maintaining the decade’s coalitions. Conservatism is characterized here
by two interconnected principles: (1) Preservation of the existing political
order; (2) Indifference to inequality. This coalition’s conservatism is
analyzed through the main lines of the constitutional debate about Basic
Law: Israel, the Nation State of the Jewish People.

This article serves as an example for further research of unspoken
coalitions’ ideologies in multi-party parliamentary Democracies.
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
